Tenderfoot is the first rank earned as a Boy Scout.  The requirements offer a taste of the great adventure awaiting your boy in scouting, and can give him the basic skills he’ll need to begin taking part in those adventures.  











Second Class focuses on increased scouting skills.  Your boy will learn how to use a map and compass, observe wildlife, and obtain an understanding of how to use a campfire.  He will master the safe use of pocketknives and other wood tools.  He will also increase his proficiency in camping, swimming and first aid.











First Class continues the Scout’s focus on hiking, camping, cooking in the outdoors, first aid, identifying plants, and lashing rope.  It also prepares the scout to be more of a leader in his patrol, troop and community.
